Re: PSG Meeting  Regarding School Fees 

 
Thank you all for attending the meeting. It was good to see such an overwhelming response from par-

ents on Friday, January 6, 2012. We encourage such meetings, on a regular basis, to discuss and 

brain storm ideas for effective implementation of various  plans for school enrichment. 

 

Please note, Dasmesh Punjabi School, being a non-profit organization, spends all its income from all 

sources, back on student resources and school operation. The funding received from the Government 

does not cover the capital costs of running the school;  it covers just 50%  of the operating expenses. 

Capital cost is a major cost since it involves school buildings and bus expenses. We are competing 

with some of the schools that charge 10-20 times as much as DPS yet offer comparable programs to 

us. Attracting and keeping the best teachers is also very important to DPS, and this is best done 

through fair wages.  In addition, DPS sponsors multiple programs such as French, Punjabi & Sikh 

Studies, starting right  from KG, so that parents can have the full package for a well-rounded educa-

tion for their child. Just as significant, technology is being integrated in the core curriculum, starting  

right from the  primary level.  Ultimately, Dasmesh Punjabi School is committed to providing quality 

education to our children in a safe and healthy environment, while preserving our heritage.
